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Manuel Caldeira (Oeiras, 1979) vive e trabalha em Lisboa, Portugal.

A pratica de Manuel Caldeira integra as categorias de desenho, pintura e
escultura, investigando as tensdes (e extensdes) entre 0s objetos, 0 corpo e as
imagens geradas pelos seus encontros. Trabalhando em torno das nogdes de
fragilidade, impermanéncia, materialidade e da ideia de simbolo, as suas obras
surgem frequentemente como minimalistas ou barrocas — e muitas vezes
ambas. As referéncias formais variam amplamente, desde a literatura as artes
primitivas, do modernismo a arqueologia, teatro ou musica.

Manuel Caldeira's practice integrates the categories of drawing, painting and
sculpture, investigating the tensions (and extensions) between objects, the
body, and the images generated by their encounters. Working around the
notions of fragility, impermanence, materiality and the idea of symbol, his works
often emerges as either minimal or baroque, and often both. Formal references
vary widely, from literature to the primitive arts, from modernism to archeology,
theatre or music.
